But above all else it was the many amenities which make winter sports so much fun. "Over 70 mountain huts for refreshments, three fun parks, a funslope area, a ski movie section and an ‘alpeniglu’ village”.
As far as the SkiWelt is concerned, this award, chosen by the skiers themselves, is not only a great accolade after all the good work of the last few years, but also an incentive to improve year on year and to build yet further on this leading position.
